+ 6"diameter exhaust ductis recommended to maximize
performance and reduced the amount of bends also helps.

» Before installing the hood, please apply fast drying glue to the collar and securely
attach it to the top of the cooker hood's vent lid. Install the cooker hood and exhaust
duct to the plastic collar and seal with fast drying glue.
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Mounting method

. Measure from range top to hood bottom and mark line A.(650-750 mm minimum
from range top) .

. Plum and mark center line.

. Mark hood height line B. (362 mm from line A)

. Mark mounting spread from C/L. (264 mm on line B)

. Fasten (2) M6 x 1" screws into studs on line B but do not tighten all the way.

. Remove the (2) aluminum mesh filters.

. Hang hood onto the mounting screws and hand tighten each screw.

. Center and attach duct cover mounting bracket to wall just below the ceiling or
soffit using (2) M6 x 1" screws + (2) washers.

Please clean the range hood surface regularly with warm soapy water and wipe
with a cotton cloth to prevent grease from accumulating.

. Please do not use harsh cleansers or coarse material to clean the surface because

that will damage the surface.

.Anon-invasive stainless steel polish is recommended to polish the surface after

cleaning.

. Please use soft cloth for polishing because it will make your range hood surface

shinier.

. Please do not use cleaning solutions that have bleach as an ingredient.

B. Surface Cleaning and Maintenance

Always disconnect from power supply before cleaning.

Clean both exterior and interior of the hood for long lasting. Do not use abrasive
cleanser.

The aluminum mesh filters have an unlimited life and should be cleaned once a
month by hand orin a dishwasher at low temperature and with a short cycle.
Cleaning in a dishwasher may cause discoloring of the grease filter, but its filtering
efficiency is unaffected.

Pull out the handle to remove the filter.

Wash the filter and leave it to dry, proceeding in reverse order to refit it.

. The oil cup in the center of the hood for holding grease can be detached and cleaned

regularly.

. Make a habit of turning on the range hood first before turning on the stove to avoid

high temperature in the kitchen.
